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Tokalenko P.O. HISTORIOGRAPHY OF EVENTS OF THE FIRST RUSSIAN REVOLUTION
IN THE POST-SOVIET TIME

In the article the author published historical studies of the events of the First Russian Revolution of the late
twentieth and early twenty-first centuries. The main attention is paid to the research of Ukrainian historians
about the next stage of the national revival of the Ukrainian intelligentsia during the revolution of 1905—1907.
The author also briefly analyzed the works of American historians who studied the events of the First Russian
Revolution. In addition, the article published fragmentary information about the repressive policy of tsarism
in 1905-1910, based on the research of modern Ukrainian and Russian historians. The article presents statis-
tical data on Jewish pogroms in southern Ukraine. The issue of anti-Ukrainian repressions on the part of the
Black-Hundred movement and state power in Ukraine in 1905—1907 years is considered. Attention is drawn to
the migration process of Ukrainians as a consequence of Russian chauvinistic policy. The activities of gendar-
merie agents against revolutionary forces are described, the organization of internal surveillance of the troops
organized by the tsarist authorities, especially. Fragmented information is provided on the location of Russian
troops in Ukraine, ready to suppress massive revolutionary riots. The royal censorship is described as an
instrument for combating freedom of speech in the Russian Empire. The organization of counter-revolutionary
forces in the Russian Empire is described by the author in the context of the research of the 90s of the twen-
tieth century. A new look at the causes of the revolutionary movement of 1905 was considered in the study of
historians of the early 21st century. The number of victims of events in St. Petersburg on January 9, 1905 was
filed for alternative considerations. The article is divided into two blocks: the historiography of the 90s of the
twentieth century and the historiography of the events of the First Russian Revolution of the early twenty-first
century. All information in the article is presented in chronological order and is divided into thematic blocks.
