ADMINISTRATION DURING THE PRESIDENCY OF YUAN SHIKAI (1912-1916)

The aim of this study is to analyze authoritarian tendencies in China'’s public administration during
Yuan Shikai's presidency (1912—1916), identify mechanisms of power concentration and the transition from
republican institutions to dictatorial forms of government, and assess the impact of these processes on the
country s subsequent political development during the early Republic of China.

The research methodology is based on the principles of historical and political analysis, utilizing a
combination of general scientific and specialized historical methods. The primary method is the historical-
chronological approach, which allows tracing the dynamics of the evolution of state governance from the
proclamation of the Republic of China in 1912 to the attempt to restore the monarchy in 1915—1916. This
is supplemented by the historical-comparative method to contrast the republican institutions of the 1912
provisional constitution with Yuan Shikai’s authoritarian practices. Institutional analysis is also employed to
examine the mechanisms of power concentration — from the role of the Beiyang Army and the constitutional
amendments of 1914 to the dissolution of parliament, the ban on the Kuomintang (Chinese National Party),
and censorship. This methodological framework allows for an objective reconstruction of the transition from
a parliamentary republic to a personal dictatorship.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in a comprehensive analysis of authoritarian tendencies in China's
state administration during Yuan Shikai's presidency (1912—1916), which allows us to trace the transformation
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of republican institutions toward personalist rule. The study highlights the mechanisms of legitimizing
authoritarianism through the restoration of monarchical practices and their influence on the formation of the
political culture of the early Republic of China.

Conclusions. The study of authoritarian tendencies in China's public administration during Yuan Shikai’s
presidency (1912—1916) demonstrates that the establishment of republican institutions took place amid
profound institutional instability and political competition. Yuan Shikai, exploiting the weakness of the new
state system, gradually concentrated power in his own hands, which led to the de facto transformation of
the republican model into a personalist regime. The restoration of monarchical practices became a tool for
legitimizing his authoritarian ambitions, but at the same time undermined trust in republican ideals and
triggered a political crisis. This experience demonstrates that attempts to combine modernization projects
with traditional forms of power created a contradictory political culture oriented toward personal power
rather than institutional stability. The consequences of Yuan Shikai s rule had a long-lasting impact on Chinas
political development, laying the groundwork for subsequent cycles of centralization and disintegration in
the 20th century, which shaped the trajectory of statehood s evolution amid the search for a balance between
modernization and tradition.
